NO GOOD DEED GOES UNDONE:  GOLDEN REFERRALS
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SCHEDULE CHANGE

A change that has come about in the beginning 
of the 2009-2010 school year at RCHS is the new 
schedules. While this new schedule is an 
adjustment for the students, it also affects every 
teacher and many of the other RCHS staff 
members. The guidance counselors, Diane Barber 
and Jennifer Elliot, have shared some views 
they’ve heard from teachers and hopes they have 
for students.  When asked about how the new 
schedules affected their jobs, Jennifer Elliot 
replied, “ It’s been challenging, but there’s always 
room for improvement.  I believe it will help the 
staff and students grow.” Of course, along with 
change and growth, there have to be challenges. 
It’s believed that these changes will help to shape 
the students into something even better for their 
futures.  Although we have shorter periods on a 
daily basis, the teachers actually have more 
instructional time over all. Many classes have been 
stretched into full year classes. These classes 

remove gaps and long, empty periods in the 
students learning. Another advantage of shorter 
daily classes is more focused students. They have 
to give their attention to one teacher for only 49 
minutes instead of 90. This is likely to keep the 
students on topic and able to absorb a sufficient 
amount of information. More focused students’ 
lead to a greater advantage for the teachers.  With 
90 minute classes, being absent can have a great 
effect on a student’s learning. While missing 49 
minutes isn’t encouraged, it has less of an impact. 
In the years to come, this schedule will make it an 
easier adjustment for the incoming freshmen, who 
are used to a ten period day. Having a great staff 
and wonderful students is helping to make this a 
smooth adjustment.

 School safety is always a concern and always the number one priority at Reed-Custer High 
School.  Our staff continues to monitor the safety of the students daily while they are still in the 
building.  This year, as in the past, we will be conducting the following:

Random Metal Detector tests: Metal detector test [by use of wand] will be
 
 performed periodically during the school year, as students enter the building,

 by the Braidwood police officers and a district administrator.
Random Checks by the Police Dogs: Each year we allow the state police “whenever 

they are in our area” to search cars, lockers, and classrooms.
Random Lock Down Simulations: This year we will continue to familiarize students with
 
 lock down procedures.

Mr. Wally Evans, the security and safety officer at Reed-Custer High School has assured the students 
that he is doing everything he can to keep our school safe.  “It is up to the students to keep the school 
safe, I need the confidence and the trust in them to tell me or someone of the staff if something unsafe is 
going on.”  Mr. Evans has worked at RCHS for two years now and has much experience as a retired 
police chief of 30 years from Wilmington.

Mr. Mark Kohl, the high school’s assistant principal, is in charge of student discipline and the safety of 
our school.  He stated what he thinks is the most important aspect of school safety, “I think that there are 
many aspects that are very important to school safety, but I think that the students are the number one 
component to school safety because they have really got the beat of what’s going on as far as something 
that is unsafe in school, or maybe a student brought something unsafe, but I think that the students are 
vital to school safety as well as the staff.”

RCHS will conduct its first fire drill on Monday, September 28, 2009 @ 10:00am under the supervision 
of the Braidwood Fire Department.
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PREPARE FOR FLU SEASON
Preparing for the flu season only takes a little 

work with great rewards...No illness!  Your first 
line of defense, according to the CDC's guidelines 
is hand washing. Hand washing with soap and 
water for at least 20 seconds can cut your chances 
of contracting the flu virus.  One may also use 
alcohol based hand sanatizers too.  The second line 
of defense includes the concept of respiratory 
etiquette.  When coughing or sneezing, cough or 
sneeze into the antecubital space (the crux of the 
elbow).  If you should happen to sneeze into your 
hands, immediately wash your hands.  The third 
line of defense happens to be your colon.  Eighty 
percent of your immune system is located around 
the intestines.  Hence the purpose of good flora.  
Good flora is found in a natural yogurt or one can 
buy at a health food store "probiotics".

Hence the review of the N1H1 symptoms are: 
general fatigue, cough and fever greater than 100.  
Watch for any emergency warning signs that may 
need urgent medical attention.  These warning 
signs include fast or trouble breathing, bluish or 
gray skin, not urinating or no tears when crying, 
not wanting to drink liquids, severe or persistent 
vomiting.   Other symptoms may include: not 
waking up easily, irritability, chest or abdominal 
pain, dizziness and confusion.  Remember that 
your child will need to be fever & symptom free 
for 24 hours before returning back to school.  This 
message has been brought to you by your district 
school nurse, Mrs. Jones APN.

In an effort to assist students who are at risk of 
dropping out or falling behind in their credits 
due to failures, RCHS has implemented a 
program called STARS (Supporting Students At 
Risk). Students who weren’t able to pass prior 
classes are given the opportunity to make up 
credits through this innovative internet based 
program. The students are assigned to STARS 
just like any other class and the instruction is 
still in a classroom setting supervised by a 
teacher.  The student will work independently to 

make up those credits they have failed to earn 
and it also provides an opportunity for the 
student to graduate on time. Mr. Gleixner is the 
main teacher working with the STARS program 
and he says that this program is still in its early 
stages and it is going good so far.  With the 
teacher’s support and help many students will 
benefit from the STARS program.  For more
